Today, Sanatoga Appliance is operated
by a third generation, Bryan Wittenmyer
and his two sisters Karen Harp and
Connie Doukas, who took over in 2010.
Bryan’s son Luke now works at the
company representing a fourth genera-
tion of Wittenmyers.

“We've seen a lot of competitors come
and go,” said Bryan Wittenmyer. At one
time department stores like Korvettes
and Boscov’s sold appliances. No longer.
Chain stores like Circuit City, Silo’s
and American Appliance have gone
out of business, Wittenmyer explains.
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“Oodles of independents have all
closed,” he said. “Appliances has always
been a competitive business. Profit
margins are very tight.” Today, Sanatoga
Appliances main competitors are the box
stores like Lowe’s and Home Depot.

“A lot of customers just don’t want to
deal with the box store,” Wittenmyer said.
“And we are very competitive right there
with box stores. In fact, on at least half our
orders we're cheaper than the box stores.
The box stores are fairly competitive on
the front end, but when you add
everything into their shopping cart, and
all their extra fees, it's quite a bit more,” he
said. “When you walk in here you get
waited on. We still answer our phones.
Customers service is a top priority for us.
But, the big key to our success is we're a
member of a very large buying group that
has roughly 250 dealers in the tri-state
area. And we can have access to all the
brands. They have huge inventory.”
